Lead Humanitarian Mission to the Dominican Republic
Denver, Colo. – AA Crew Chief from Denver led thirty-one Airline Ambassador International (AAI) volunteers from around the United States and Canada to  Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, on April 28 to distribute over $1.2 million in humanitarian aid to three area hospitals.  
AAI volunteers spent several months working with American Airlines, Black Hawk Trucking and Forward Air Trucking to collect donated medical equipment and supplies to benefit the hospitals. The supplies were donated by Project Cure, Heart Care International, Catholic Charities and a group of retiring doctors from Raleigh-Durham, N.C. 
Following the medical supply distribution, the group will travel to the El Seybo Province where they will deliver supplies and equipment to area schools with the help of the Office of the First Lady, Dr. Margarita Cedeno de Fernandez, high school and college students and other AAI volunteers.   Volunteers also will make structural and aesthetic improvements to three designated schools, painting the exteriors, erecting new fences and building computer and sewing labs to house donated equipment.
