· Began as flight attendants using pass privileges to help children, but expanded to 6,000 members – 

1. 70% flight attendants and airline employees  

2. 30% medical and business professionals, teachers, youth and retirees.

· 4 headquarters staff and 22 executive level volunteers in 10 major US cities.

Five Volunteer Programs

· Children’s Escort Program.  Members escort children requiring life-altering/saving medical treatment to/from the US as well as children being adopted.  (10 – 15 per month)

· Youth Program.  AAI involves young people in humanitarian travel and educational activities.

· Public Awareness.  AAI members volunteer at civic, charitable events and conferences both locally and globally actively advocating for a better world for all.    

· CASA Corps – Provides opportunities for architects, construction engineers and building code officials to share knowledge in developing countries
