Airline Ambassadors Annual Youth School Competition

Each year, since 1996, Airline Ambassadors co-sponsors a world-wide Youth competition on a global issue.  We work with Paz y Cooperacion (Peace and Cooperation), a non-governmental organization based in Madrid Spain, and have involved over 1 million children.  Airline Ambassadors endeavors to bring the complex issues discussed by the United Nations to the future leaders of our world: our school children.  Thousands of entries from across the globe mark the growth of ideas from the seeds planted by this competition.  Children are encouraged to think creatively on a global scale. 

The Competition is launched each February at a United Nations Press Conference.  Posters describing the year’s theme and competition rules are printed in five official UN languages and distributed by the UN Information Center’s worldwide to Department’s of Education in various countries. Paz Y Cooperacion acts as the coordinating entity to receive entries and arranges an award ceremony in Spain.  Airline Ambassadors launches the competition, provides two roundtrip tickets as a Grand Prize, and promotes the competition in the US and on humanitarian missions.
