Since Jackie and myself are nurses, our goal was twofold: distributing Health Care Kits prepared with products donated by AAI and others which we bought and to try and to teach to the local people of the small community proper hygiene techniques and everyday sanitation.  This was all done successfully the first day and we hope to return and offer further training in basic health care to this community.

The next day we distributed some of the aid we had brought with us for the community.  It was a first mission for Jacqueline Roberts who was quite fascinated to see how the people appreciated the clothing, cookies, shoes, care supplies, pillows etc. that we brought.

My greatest JOY was convincing a young lady’s family to take her immediately to the nearest hospital for
medical assistance. She was pregnant and had long past her delivery date,  The baby was clearly dead inside her and she also had a urinary tract infection that her parent’s thought to be a punishment from a malevolent spirit. Luckily they respect me and listened to Jacqueline (a nurse, like me) and myself and accepted our assessment.  Kenol paid the transportation to take her to the hospital and had someone remain with her. 

Great News she was admitted immediately and her medical problems have been all taken care of. We were so happy to know that our nursing judgment was respected and the note that we sent to the hospital was acknowledged. 
We plan to revisit this community and use our medical experience to promote better health and good hygiene among its people.
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
